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Virginia Delegate David Englin 
Will Discuss 2009 General 

Assembly Legislative Session   
At the FCA meeting on Wednesday, November 12, Virginia Delegate 

David Englin will preview some of the challenges the General Assembly will 
face in the coming year as it seeks to address a $3 billion budget shortfall 
while also preserving core services. He will outline some of the issues he 
hopes to address through both the budget and particular legislative initia-
tives, including: protecting public education, improving infrastructure, 
expanding access to health care and housing, promoting public safety, 
advancing equal rights, combating climate change, �green-collar� economic 
development, and progressive tax reform. Delegate Englin looks forward 
to your questions, ideas, and feedback so that, as he says, �together we can 
strengthen our community, defend our values, and invest in the future.�

David Englin is currently serving his second term in the Virginia General 
Assembly, representing the 45th District in the House of Delegates, where he 
is a Democratic Whip and serves on the Privileges and Elections Commit-
tee, and the Health, Welfare, and Institutions Committee. The 45th District 
includes the central and Old Town portions of the City of Alexandria; the 
Fairlington, Abingdon, and Shirlington precincts of Arlington County; the 
Belleview, Marlan, Kirkside, and Grosvenor precincts of the Mount Vernon 
Magisterial District in Fairfax County; and the Mount Eagle and Cameron 
precincts of the Lee Magisterial Districts in Fairfax County.

Born and raised on military bases overseas, David joined the Air Force at 
age 17, and subsequently earned a B.S. in history from the U.S. Air Force 
Academy and then a Master�s in public policy from Harvard�s John F. Ken-
nedy School of Government. Honor-
ably discharged in 2004, David and 
his family chose to make their home 
in Alexandria�s Del Ray neighbor-
hood, where David became active in 
the civic and political life of the city. 
David was active in the Del Ray Citi-
zens Association, served as an Alexan-
dria Democratic Committee precinct 
captain, and launched an online effort 
to lobby Congress and the White 
House to take action to stop the geno-
cide in Darfur, Sudan.

Message

This month we have the opportunity to go to the polls and elect rep-
resentatives to local, state, and federal government. This simple right 
involves a choice: Some may select not to vote while others will choose 
who they want to represent them in the White House, the Congress, the 
state legislature, municipal of� ces, and more.   

This election year serves as a reminder to this president about the impor-
tance of civic literacy and how our involvement in the process can affect 
our everyday lives. I encourage you to vote on November 4 and to look 
ahead to December 9, when the Fairlington Citizens Association holds 
its annual elections. As a candidate, it seems only fair that I share with 
you my hopes and plans for another term as president of the FCA:   

Engage the residents in discussion and learn about their concerns.

Continue to build relationships with Fairlington condo associations, 
social groups, and residents to improve our levels of communication.

Keep residents informed�through monthly meetings, newsletter, Web 
site, and more.

Invite speakers to discuss topics important to the community.

Participate in Arlington County and City of Alexandria meetings and 
advisory groups, and represent Fairlington by voicing residents� ideas 
and concerns.

Monitor local, regional, and state legislative issues and determine how 
they affect Fairlington.

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In August, Arlington Cited as Nation�s 
Top Wealth Center

Two months ago, Arlington was 
rated the nation�s top �wealth cen-
ter� according to a study by BizJour-
nals, which ranked large U.S. muni-
cipalities in six categories ranging 
from income to home value. Arling-
ton emerged as the top wealth cen-

ter among all municipalities, with 
the City of Alexandria coming in 
fourth. The study cited Arlington�s 
highly educated population, with 
one-third of Arlington adults hold-
ing graduate degrees, and its access 
to high-paying jobs in the region, 

in law, government, and research. 
At the time of the study, Arlington�s 
housing market and unemployment 
rates also remained stable, despite 
a sagging economy and downturns 
in real estate markets regionally and 
across the county. 

In October, Arlington Announced Hiring Freeze, 
Spending Reductions 

�from an Arlington County press 
release

On October 9, Arlington County 
Manager Ron Carlee announced an 
immediate hiring freeze and spend-
ing reductions. These were the � rst 
steps in addressing what is projected 
to be a $10 million gap (1.6 percent 
of the budget, which was amended 
to $14 million on October 22) in 
the FY 2009 budget. In addition, the 
shortfall for the Arlington Public 
Schools, which receives most of its 
funding from the county, is pro-
jected to be $7.5 million in FY 2009. 

Following two weeks of nation-
wide economic losses and a federal 
government bailout designed to 
stabilize the banking crisis and 
revive con� dence in � nancial 
markets, Carlee explained the steps 
in a memo to county employees:  

�As the nation�s economy faces 
some very dramatic challenges, we 
have conducted a thorough review 
of the county�s budget, paying 
close attention to the needs of our 
residents. While Arlington is much 
better positioned than many local 
governments in the region, we 
are not immune to the economic 
downturn.� (The next week, other 
area jurisdictions, including Mont-
gomery County in Maryland and 
Prince William and Fairfax Counties 
in Virginia, announced cost-cutting 
measures.)

In addition to the hiring freeze, the 
memo ordered the elimination of 
discretionary spending (details were 
scheduled to be released in the fol-
lowing weeks) and requested that 
county staff question every expen-
diture. A detailed review of every 
service was planned to determine 

what is mandated, what is essen-
tial to the community, and what is 
discretionary. 

Carlee noted that the county is 
required by law to maintain a bal-
anced budget and said that some 
�programs and service levels val-
ued by the community will not 
be affordable in these times of 
retrenchment.� Early analysis indi-
cated continued revenue shortfalls 
for FY 2010. 

Carlee was expected to provide a 
public brie� ng on Arlington�s � scal 
condition during the October 22 
Recessed County Board meeting, 
and the County Board will adopt 
FY 2010 budget guidelines at its 
November meeting. In December 
and January, Carlee will provide 
� nancial updates, and he will pres-
ent his recommended budget at the 
February County Board meeting. 

State Also Faces Financial Challenges
On October 10, the Washington 
Post reported that Virginia Gov-
ernor Timothy Kaine announced 
he would lay off nearly 600 state 
workers, close some prisons, and 
cut funding for higher education by 

about six percent as the state strug-
gles with one of its worst � nancial 
crises in modern times. �Kaine has 
warned for weeks that the nation-
wide economic downturn is chang-

ing the state�s revenue estimates. On 
Thursday, he put a speci� c number 
to that prediction: a $2.5 billion 
shortfall for Virginia�s two-year 2009 
� 10 budget.�
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FCA to Elect Of� cers, Directors for 2009 
at December Meeting

At its October meeting, the FCA 
Board nominated a slate of candi-
dates for 2009. The of� cers� slate 
is: Sam Anthony from Fairlington 
Villages for president; Tom McNally 
from Fairlington Green for vice pres-
ident; Carol Dabbs from Fairling-
ton Meadows for secretary; and Ed 
Hilz from Fairlington Meadows for 
treasurer. Candidates nominated for 
the position of director are Brenda 
Kriegel from Fairlington Commons, 
and Maureen Ryan and Christine 
Chirichella, both from Fairlington 
Villages. 

The board consists of four of� cers 
and � ve directors. There are still two 
open board seats for any Fairlington 
resident, whether a homeowner or a 
renter, who would like run. Nomi-
nations for the director positions 
can be made from the � oor at the 
annual meeting on Tuesday, Decem-
ber 9, 2008, in accordance with the 
FCA bylaws. If you are interested in

The term of of� ce for an FCA board 
member is one year, and the duties 
are outlined in the FCA bylaws, 
which are posted on the FCA Web 
site at www.fca-fairlington.org. The 
FCA board meets monthly on the 
second Tuesday of the month except 
for August when there is no meet-
ing. The board is particularly inter-
ested in candidates from the Arbor, 
Glen, and Mews, since these condo 
associations have had no representa-
tion on the board in recent years.

Second Meeting on Bradlee Traf� c
Although sparsely attended by Fair-
lington residents on October 8, the 
second public meeting to discuss 
Bradlee traf� c offered insight into 
the issues that most concern drivers 
and pedestrians in the neighbor-
hood. Traf� c consultants for the 
City of Alexandria presented several 
proposals for improving the King/
Braddock/Quaker intersection, and 
most were met with skepticism by 
meeting attendees because they 
were deemed too complicated or too 
extensive (such as undergrounding 
one of the three streets). However, 
area residents supported the consul-
tants� more measured approaches, 

which involve installing improved 
signage throughout the intersec-
tion and constructing additional 
turn lanes from King onto Quaker 
and turn lanes that would improve 
access to Braddock.

Some area residents were quite vocal 
about traf� c con� icts that occur in 
connection with the service road 
that runs parallel to the Bradlee 
Shopping Center, particularly at 
the Dearing/S. Wake� eld Street 
intersection and at the Menokin 
Street intersection with King. The 
city�s consultants agreed to explore 

options to reduce these con� icts, 
such as eliminating service road 
traf� c (except for local traf� c) from 
Menokin to the Starbucks store 
in Bradlee. In addition, for safety 
reasons, consultants will examine 
several approaches to limiting ser-
vice road traf� c adjacent to Bradlee, 
particularly restricting entry/exit to 
the main entrance at the stoplight 
on King Street.

Traf� c consultants will return for 
another public meeting with addi-
tional information on study � nd-
ings in January.

HOT Lanes Update
At the FCA meeting on October 14, 
FCA vice president Becky Beaman 
updated meeting attendees on the 
progress of preparations for con-
struction of the HOT Lanes project 
by VDOT (Virginia Department of 
Transportation) and their private-
partner contractors, Transurban-

Fluor. Currently contractors are 
working on modeling to determine 
whether/how HOT lanes will affect 
noise quality and air quality along 
the I-395 corridor and in the area of 
the Shirlington traf� c circle. They 
are expected to present the results of 

their study at a public meeting to be 
scheduled soon (check the FCA Web 
site for updated information about 
the meeting). Beaman reported that 
project administrators generally 
have been responsive to requests for 
information from the FCA. 
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
